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Value school debate in Victoria
SURREY. B C. (CP) -  Sur­

rey trustees and teachers arc 
heading to V ic to ria  
separate ly — to discuss 
the dispute surrounding the 
changeover of a Surrey 
elementary school to a value 
school despite parents' objec­
tions.

Doris Hahn, Surrey 
Teachers Association presi­
dent. said today teachers w ill 
seek meetings with their three 
local members of the legisla­
ture about the change at

Georges Vanier Elementary.
Jock Smith, board c h a ir­

man. said in an in te rv ie w  
trustees w ill seek a meeting 
w ith Education M inister Pat 
McGeer.

Both said their group's deci­
sion came after an unsuccess­
ful m eeting Wednesday 
between the teachers and 
rustees.

The issue centres on the 
board ’s decision to change 
Vanier into a fully- 
im plem ented value school

stress ing exams, d isc ip line  
and basic skills.

Parents there have united 
against the move, w ith  a 
parent-conducted survey 
showing 72 parents with ch il­
dren attending the school want 
it to remain as is while only 17 
want the change.

A parents’ representative. 
June Kealey. said in an inter­
view  Wednesday polls at 
nearby schools show parents 
there aren't w illing to accept 
the overflow of students from

Cattle disease isolated
OTTAWA (CP) -  Federal 

agriculture department o ffi­
c ia ls  say an outbreak of 
bluetongue disease has been 
localized in the southern 
Okanagan V alley of B ritish  
Columbia.

And A g ricu ltu re  M in is te r 
Eugene Whelan told the Com­
mons agricu ltu re  committee 
Wednesday that U.S. Agricul­
ture Secretary Earl Butz "has 
expressed deep concern that 
U.S. states co-operate w ith  
Canadian offic ia ls”  to control 
the outbreak across the bor­
der.

“ We should take every 
action necessary to eradicate 
th is disease.”  M r. Whelan 
said. “ If we had a more strict 
policy on imports, we wouldn’t 
have this disease now.”

As a result of the disease, 
which makes it  d if f ic u lt  for 
cattle to eat, Australia and the 
United Kingdom have banned 
im ports of Canadian bu ll 
semen.

About 350 cattle in B.C. have

been slaughtered since the out­
break started.

A. E. Lewis of the depar­
tm ent’s contagious diseases 
branch told the committee dis­
cussions were being held with 
o ff ic ia ls  from  U.S. border 
states about ways of control­
ling the spread of bluetongue. 
that the U.S. does not have a 
slaughter program for cattle to 
control the disease.

He told Ken Hurlburt (PC— 
Lethbridge* evidence showed 
w ild life was not a threat to the

control of the disease.
Mr. Whelan also said there 

would be no compensation paid 
to producers of bull semen who 
had suffered losses due to the 
bans. The embargo would be 
tem po ra ry  and the semen 
could be stored for the time 
being.

Meanwhile, in the Com­
mons. a Progressive Conser­
vative MP asked the govern­
ment to stop slaughtering the 
cattle until there is more proof 
it is a good policy.

Vanier whose parents don't 
want them to attend a value 
school. She said this poll also 
shows parents of 64 out of 534 
youngsters would send their 
children to Vanier if it became 
a value school.

The parents have been 
backed by the B.C. Teachers 
Federation, which Saturday 
placed the school in dispute. 
This means teachers would be 
suspended either temporarily 
or permanently from the fede- 
n .tion  if  they w illin g ly  took 
jobs at the school.

Miss Hahn said in an inter­
view the school could remain 
in disputp'“ for a long tim e" as 
the situation stands now.

“ We re at a stalemate," she 
said, "essentially i t ’s up to the 
board to do something now. 
We’ve done all we can."

She said teachers presented 
their position to the board at 
the m eeting tha t parents 
should be surveyed to deter­
mine if  the school should be 
turned into a value school.

“ If they want it. that's their 
decision. But it should be up to 
them ." she said.

Dr. Smith said he thinks the 
decision should be up to the 
board. He said the board has 
decided to im plem ent the 
value school at Vanier and w ill 
seek support from  Dr. 
McGeer.
