Atlantic areas benefit

HALIFAX (CP) — National
unemployment figures seldom
mean good news for the Atlan-
tic provinces. However, for
some economists in this region
the Statistics Canada report
Tuesday carried a different
message.

The figures show that in 12
months beginning September,
1977, there were 14,000 more
jobs in New Brunswick, 13,000
more in Nova Scotia, 8,000
more in Newfoundland and
3,000 more in Prince Edward
Island.

Economic experts inter-
viewed by The Canadian Press
Tuesday, while at times
appearing to doubt the verac-
ity of the federal statistics,
said they believed the growth

lies in  three major
areas—forestry, fishery, and
manufacturing.

Larry Boudreau, a
Fredericton-based Canada
Manpower economist, said the
main gains came about as a
result of fewer layoffs in the
pulp and paper industry and a
growth inthe number of people
working in fish processing.

Paper mills in northeastern
New Brunswick, which had
been experiencing four to five
major layoffs a year, now are
working steadily.

The added work has helped
stretch seasonal jobs in New
Brunswick forests. Workers
there, traditionally employed
from May to September, have
had their jobs extended.
