Such thwarted auto thefts 
are the purpose of an anti-theft 
device invented by Edmonton 
mechanic Joe Goegebuer.

Patented under the name 
Autogard, the device cuts off 
the electrical supply to the 
engine within about 20 seconds 
of a hot-wire start. A switch, 
.concealed in a location con­
venient to the owner, turns the

antitheft system on and off
It’s true that having one’s 

car abandoned in an incon­
venient spot may result in an 
accident or the car being towed 
away, but this is preferable to 
having the car stolen.

The psychological effect of 
having the car stall at an incon­
venient time or location is one 
of the best features of his 
device, the inventor said.

Unlike the various ignition 
locks, there is nothing to pick, 
and no wires to cut, as with 
alarm systems.

Ultratech Systems Ltd. of 
Edmonton plans to manufac­
ture the device at a cost of $20 
to $50.

This is the ninth patent 
Goegebuer has taken out.
