Canada has qualificd three jumpers for the Winter
Olympics: Horst Bulau, 29, of Ottawa; Ron Richards,
28, of Oshawa, Ont., and Kirk Allen, 20, of Banff,
Alta. John Lockyer, 20, of Thunder Bay, Ont., is also

competing with the team in Europe.

The minimum Olympic qualifying standard is set by

each country’s Olympic organization.

After Bulau, Richards and Lockyer failed to crack
the top 60 at a World Cup competition Monday in
Austria, Pudgar said Canada may not send jumpers to

the Games in Albertville, France.

ALBERTVILLE, France (AP)
— Caterers are amassing food for
some two million meals. Highway
crews are stocking extra snow-
plows.
