Welfare:
Everyone’s
talking

Some groups feel that current wel-
fare rates trap people at below-poverty
levels and that more benefits should be
given to the people and families who
are trying to survive on the low in-
comes that social assistance provides.

Others feel welfare traps people in
dependency and that every effort
should be paid to get people off wel-
fare by giving lower benefits.

Welfare issues are now front and
centre because we now have a much
higher proportion of the population on
welfare than ever before. Current num-
bers indicate that roughly 10 per cent
of the population now relies on social
assistance.

At the same time, the provincial gov-
ernment that pays the welfare cheques
has less money than before.

The federal government has an-
nounced cuts in funding to British Co-
lumbia.

This money, in part, helped pay for
welfare costs. A growing provincial
debt takes government money for in-
terest payments and taxpayers, already
paying high tax rates, are reluctant to
give the government any more of their
money.

Therefore, spending on welfare has
to be controlled. The best way to do
this would be to help people on wel-
fare got jobs. This is what the provin-
cial government is trying to do.

Most of the growth in welfare case-
loads has been in young, single, able-
bodied people. So, the B.C. govern-
ment has announced a program called
Youth Works to help such people off
the social assistance caseload.

First, it will lower the rate of benefits
to people under 25 years of age. It will
also implement other means of dealing
with those aged 16 to 19 rather than
giving them welfare cheques.

Next, it will require young people re-
ceiving assistance to participate In pro-
grams that help them got and keep
jobs.

This is an admirable aim, worthy of
our support, but some questions do
arise.

Providing active programs like train-
ing and job search is very costly. It is
unlikely that a small, or even not so
small, decrease in benefit to young
people will generate enough funds to
give all young welfare recipients
months of active help and support.

Second, one wonders if there are
enough jobs out there for all the newly
trained and motivated young people
that these programs will produce.

The participants in the programs will
get work if two conditions are met.

First, the young people must be moti-
vated (through the program or on their
own) to gain their independence from
welfare, even if it means taking entry-
level jobs that may be part-time or
minimum wage to start.

Second, we must start training all
our young (and older) workers to be
entrepreneurial and think about ways
of creating their own work.

Both young people and welfare re-
cipients have successfully started busi-
nesses in British Columbia and ended
up supporting themselves and employ-
ing others. With jobs hard to find, this
is the way we must go.
