Fatal MVA

A logging truck driver
is dead after a collision
near Hixon during Mon
day’s early morning
snowstorm.

The accident occurred
at about 7 a.m. just south
of Hixon, 40 minutes
south of Prince George.

The southbound fully-
loading logging truck
apparently crossed the
centre line into the path
of a northbound flatbed
semi-trailer.

The two vehicles col-
lided “almost head-on,”
killing the driver of the
logging truck, according
to police.

The driver’s name had
not been released at press
time pending notification
of next of kin.

The police investiga-
tion of the scene contin-
ued early this week.

RCMP foil
attempted bank
robbery

Three men, including
two who were on parole
for previous bank rob-
beries, were arrested and
charged with attempted
bank robbery after they
were found in the vicin

ity of a stolen vehicle
parked outside a city
bank.

A stolen pickup truck
was spotted by police
near the Scotiabank at
Spruceland Mall Friday
afternoon.

Two men were
arrested outside the bank
and a third was arrested
later.

Two of the men, aged
32 and 41, were federal
parolees on mandatory
supervision after serving
sentences for previous
bank robberies. Neither
is from Prince George.
The third man, 32, is a
Prince George resident.

RCMP spokesperson
Constable Mike Caira
could not say what in the
case justified
“attempted” bank rob-
bery charges

“It depends on what

they found [in the
truck],” he said. “Did
they find weapons? Did
they find masks? That

kind of thing.”

He was also not able to
supply names of the sus
pects.
